Product Description and Recommended Utilization

The T71FC single cable and T72FC dual cable mechanical steering helms are designed for the purpose of
controlling a marine vessels’ rudder apparatus (outboard, inboard, 1/O, jet pump).

The T73NRFC single cable and T74NRFC dual cable mechanical helms perform the same task with an additional
clutch designed to reduce steering rudder torque experienced at the helm.

These instructions explain the correct procedure to connect a steering cable to the mechanical helm.

Before the helm can be secured and the cable installation performed, a Uflex mounting bezel X34 or X35 must be
installed for the T71FC,T72FC, T73NRFC, T74NRFC helms.

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STEP 1 System Preparation

= The steering cable(s) will need to be installed in the vessel.

e Select a direct path with a minimal number of bends

e The minimum bend radius for a steering cable is 8 inches (200mm).

@CAUTlON ] A more severe bend will cause steering friction and premature cable life

e The steering cable(s) will need to be supported at a minimum of 6’ (2mt) intervals it's entire length. Do not

bundle any electrical wires to the cable(s) when supporting.

e Bulkhead passages require a minimum 1 %2” hole diameter (38mm).

STEP 2 Steering Cable Connection(s)

» Determine the correct helm entry to use for the proper
turning direction of the rudder apparatus.

= Connect the cable(s) to the helm before the rudder.

= Remove protective tube from cable(s) end and insert
the helical cable end(s) into the helm. For the T72FC,
T74NRFC helms, both cable ends must be inserted

simultaneously.

Torque
screw to 53 in-Ibs. (6Nm).
= Slide Protective tube(s) 4 over the exposed helical

cable onto the end of the guide tube bushing 3.

STEP 3 Test the system

= With the steering cable connected to the rudder, rotate the steering wheel in both directions

= Confirm that the direction the steering wheel is turning is correct to turn the boat the same direction.

( A WARNING ] Check the direction the steering system is moving in regards to the turning direction

of the vessel. This must be performed before the vessel is operated in the water.

Mark and drill the three 3&” (9.5mm) diameter holes, and one 3 4" (83mm) diameter

hole.

STEP 5 Mounting the bracket

= Align the bracket with the three %" (9.5mm) holes.
= Insert the three socket heads screws M8x45. 2
» Apply the three flat washers 3 and M8 nuts 4 to the threads of the
three screws protruding through the underside of the dash.
**Tighten / torque nuts to 140 inch Ibs (16 Nm).

STEP 6 Mounting the steering helm

= Insert the shaft of the helm from the underside of the dash through
the center hole in the bracket. BRACKET 3

= Rotate the helm until the three bolt positions align with the holes in

the bracket, providing a minimum cable bend radius.

STEP 7 Mounting steering wheel

= Place cover over the protruding shaft 6, mount with 2 coarse

screws 7.

» Insert woodruff key 8 into the recess on the end of the shaft,

slide steering wheel hub onto shaft aligning the key way.
= Place shaft washer 9 and shaft nut M12 10 onto the threaded
end. **Tighten /torque nuts to 300 inch Ibs (34 Nm).

Product Maintenance

Periodically wash exposed components with a mild dish soap and water, removing any salt build up.

Each month inspect the connection screws, bolts and nuts for any that may have become loose; retighten.
